Application 

The standard recommended dosage rate of MasterFiber M 
018 is typically 0.6kg/m3 added directly to the concrete mixing 
system, during or after the batching of the other ingredients 
and mixed at the time and speed recommended by the mixer 
manufacturer (usually four to five minutes). Additional mixing 
does not adversely affect the distribution or overall 
performance of MasterFiber M 018. The addition of 
MasterFiber M 018 at the recommended dosage rates to a 
given mix will decrease the slump; however, additional water 
should not be added. A mid-range water reducer or 
superplasticiser should be used to provide the desired 
workability for placement. Contact your local Master Builders 
Solutions Technical Sales Representative for alternate dosage 
rates used in specialty applications.

MasterFiber M 018 reinforced concrete can be finished by 
most finishing techniques. MasterFiber M 018 does not affect 
the finishing characteristics of concrete.

MasterFiber M 018 is compatible with power 
trowelled, hand trowelled, coloured and broom finished 
concrete.
